(N) Nutrients and chlorophyll-a

1. Except as noted below, the nutrient limits for L1 and L3 lakes are specified in Table (a).   The prediction value is the criteria for lakes when that value exceeds the reference value.

2. Those lakes that are identified as having low trophic status shall meet the protective value in Table (a).

3. Nutrient limits for L2 lakes are specified in Table (b).

4. This rule is applicable only to classified lakes greater than ten (10) acres in area. Lakes under 10 acres in size will be assessed for potential nutrient based impairments in accordance with the general criteria in subsection 7.031(3) and as outlined in the methodology for 303(d) listings referenced in subchapter 7.050.
5. All Total Phosphorus (TP), Total Nitrogen (TN) and chlorophyll-a concentrations must be calculated as a geometric mean of -

a) at least four samples taken at the surface of a lake and near the outflow end of the lake,

b) samples collected during a period starting May 1 and ending August 31 and

c) samples collected and analyzed during at least four different years.
